Unit:  Oceans
Lesson 2:  Oceans and Us
IEP Objective:  Writing Objective Objective #7 and #8:  Given the direction, “Create a list using complete sentences,” the student will write a list of five characteristics using complete sentences with less than seven spelling or grammatical errors.
Subject Matter Content/Lesson Description:  The Oceans unit will cover multiple subjects including Science, Social Studies and Language Arts.  The grade level for lesson 2, Oceans and Us, is third grade.  Oceans and Us covers Florida’s Next Generation Sunshine State Standards for Science, Social Studies, and Language Arts.  The lesson is the second in a series of five lessons that builds off the information covered in the introductory lesson.  
General Outcome:  Oceans and Us will show the students the how important the oceans are to societies all around the world.  Each ocean has resources that benefit humanity and nature all over the world.  If the students understand how important oceans are to our existence, it could help them to make more environmentally conscious decisions in the future.  
Lesson Objectives:  
· Given the instructions “create a list of the ways humans use the ocean in their lives using your text book and the internet,” the student will list in writing six ways humans use the ocean to sustain life with 100 percent accuracy - SC.3.E.6.2 and SS.3.A.1.2.
· Given the instruction “write two persuasive paragraphs that will influence the reader to keep the ocean clean,” the student will write two paragraphs clearly stating why the reader should keep the ocean clean with less five grammatical and spelling errors - LA.3.4.3.1  
Opening/Anticipatory Set:  The teacher will begin the “Oceans and Us” lesson reviewing the locations of the oceans in order to reinforce the previous lesson and create the opportunity for the students to associate the information with background knowledge.  The teacher will then engage the students by saying to them “Remember yesterday when I told you all to imagine all of the different ways people use the ocean in their lives.”  The teacher will then call on a few of the students and write down some of their suggestions.  It is important that the teacher explain, “Even people that live nowhere near the ocean still use it in some way.”  The teacher will then show the students the remaining portion of the Exploring Oceans:  Overview (youtube).  After the video, the teacher will question the students by asking “After watching the video, what are some ways humans use the ocean?”  The teacher will write down the different responses given by each of the students.  After probing the students for a list of responses, the teacher will ask the class “what type of damage do you think can happen if we take out too many resources from the ocean” again writing down the student responses.  The teacher will then explain to the class that during our “Oceans and Us” lesson we are going to “see how people all over the world use oceans in their lives, and how important it is to keep the oceans clean.”
Procedures:  Following the video clip and class discussion, the teacher will go over the “Oceans and Us” PowerPoint that describes the many ways people all over the world benefit from and use the ocean’s resources.  The PowerPoint is designed to allow the students to list resources that come from the ocean.  During the presentation, the teacher should ask the class questions like “Oxygen, energy, and food are only a few resources from the ocean.  Can you think of any others?”  The PowerPoint will provide the starting point for the class to begin compiling information about how the ocean is used by people all over the world.  The teacher will then instruct the students to “Create a list of the many ways the ocean is used.”  The teacher will then tell the students that they are going to write two paragraphs on “Why we need to keep the ocean clean,” and that the list they are creating now will be a useful tool for that assignment.  The students will have their choice of maps/globes, internet, and other materials, such as the “Oceans and Us” file folder game, in the class to compile their lists.  During this time, the teacher will have the opportunity to assist students using scaffolding or guided practice on researching information from various sources.  After 10-15 minutes, the students will be instructed get into their groups from the day before and share the ideas they came up with.  While the students are in their groups, the teacher should be going around the class pushing the groups in the right direction using questioning or possibly offering suggestions to assist with their assignment.  Walking throughout the class will also give the teacher the chance to assess the students’ participation in the group.  The groups will have 5-10 minutes to share ideas with each other in preparation of the writing assignment.  After the group time, the students will be told to go back to their seats and begin writing two paragraphs on why we need to keep the oceans clean.  The students should be allowed enough time to finish the assignment.  As the students are writing, the teacher should me walking around the classroom offering assistance and monitoring progress.  When the students are finished the teacher will have one of the students collect the papers.  However, any students that have not finished the assignment will have the option of completing it as homework.  
Closure:  After all work is turned in, the teacher will go over what the class has contributed to the discussion for the day.  “Today we discovered the many ways the ocean is part of our lives.”  The teacher should engage the students’ interest for tomorrow’s lesson by giving them a mission and asking, “Now that we know how people all over the world use the oceans’ resources in their lives?  I want you all to think of some different animals that live in the ocean to share with class for tomorrow.”  
Evaluation of Objectives:  Student’s will be evaluated throughout the lesson on a variety of factors, such as class participation and completion of assignments.  Learning objectives SC.3.E.6.2 and SS.3.A.1.2 will be evaluated based on successful completion of the list using primary (textbook) and secondary (internet) sources for information.    Successful completion of learning objective SS.3.A.1.2 will be met if the student can compile a list of reasons why oceans are essential to life.  Successful completion of learning objective SC.3.E.6.2 will be met if the student can utilize technology resources to gather information from primary and secondary sources to complete their list.  Learning objective LA.3.4.3.1 based on successful completion of the paragraphs.  Successful completions of learning objective LA.3.4.3.1 will be met if the student can complete two persuasive paragraphs with less than five grammatical and spelling errors.

Modifications/Adaptations for ESOL:  ESOL modifications for this lesson include a digital copy of this lesson and all of the materials, including a recording of the lesson, located on the class website for use outside of the classroom, visual representation of difficult words during PowerPoint presentation, group work activities, and whole class discussions.  Students will have the choice of creating a list using pictures and words or words only.  ESOL and ESE students will have the option of completing a shorter persuasive writing assignment.  The students will be allowed to write five persuasive sentences. 
Technology Implementation:  Technology implemented in the lesson includes the class website with podcast available for download, interactive PowerPoint presentation, and internet access.  
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
